Up to 70% of the world’s population is fed by smallholder farmer
production, using only 25% ofthe resources spent on food production
globally.

Only 24% of the industrialised food production directly reaches the
end consumer - three quarters are wasted in meat production ineffi-

ciencies (as animal feed); lost in transport, storage, shop level and at
the household; and some is diverted to non-food products.

Industrial food costs us more: For every dollar spent on producing
industrial food, the real cost of production adds another 2 dollars - to
clean up the environmental damage caused by producers.

Without a transformation of the global food system, the warld risks failing to meet the
UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and the Paris Agreement and the data are
both sufficient and strong enough to warrant immediate action.

Widespread multi-sector, multi-level action is needed including: a substantial global
shift toward healthy dietary patterns; large reductions in food loss and waste; and
major improvements in food production practices.
